Mr. Kline’s Classroom Policies and Procedures

I. Materials

Each day you MUST have the following things with you in class.

· Textbook COVERED, the book is not to be used to store papers

· At least 1 pen or pencil with eraser

· Your notebook with notebook paper (1” 3 -ring binder should be fine)

· Your AGENDA
II. Behavior

In order to create a productive and positive learning environment for all students I expect the following everyday:

· Be on time

· Be seated and get all class materials out when the bell rings (without being told)

· Be respectful of the property, ideas, and feelings of yourselves and others (treat others as you would like to be treated)

· DO NOT TALK when myself or other people are talking, please wait your turn and then we will listen to you

· Remain seated during class unless told otherwise (no sharpening pencils, throwing away trash etc…)

· Whenever possible use the bathroom before class.  Otherwise students may wait for an appropriate time and sign out to use the bathroom one at a time.  If this becomes a habit or is abused, I reserve the right to suspend or limit this privilege.

· All rules and regulations contained in the Hamburg Area HS handbook will be observed and enforced.

· This list does not necessarily include all classroom rules; others may be added by the teacher if a problem arises.

· Violations of these rules will result in one or more of the following steps until the behavior improves:

· Verbal warning

· Contact with parents/guardians 

· Conference with the teacher

· Detention

III. Homework and Notebooks

· All assignments should have your name, date, and class period on them.

· There are two types of homework in this class.  Some of it will be assigned a specific due date and point value.  It will be collected, checked for accuracy, and returned.  Students will be specifically notified of these homework assignments.

· Sometimes, however, homework will be assigned and may or may not be checked for completion.  If homework is checked and it proves to be incomplete or unacceptable, the following procedures will be followed.

· The student will have the opportunity to turn the assignment in for ½ CREDIT the following day.

· If the student fails to turn in the assignment for ½ credit the following day the assignment cannot be made up and will be recorded as a zero.

· If a student is absent the day an assignment is due it should be turned in upon their return.  If a student is absent for an extended period of time individual discretion by the teacher will be used. 
· Notebooks may be checked at the mid-term, end of the quarter, or spot 

       checked at any time.  These checks may be announced or unannounced.

· At all times notebooks should contain the following sections separated by dividers
· Grade sheet

· Notes

· Worksheets

· Quizzes

· Tests

IV.  Journals

· Students will also be required to keep a journal of all the famous people we will encounter throughout the course.

· Journal lists will be distributed at the beginning of each chapter and will generally be checked at the end of each chapter.  These journals will serve as a review guide for Mid-Term and Final Exams.

-     For each project students will be given a rubric on how said project will be 

                     graded along with a specific due date.


-     If a project is turned in late students will receive a one letter grade deduction 

                     for each day it is late.


-     If a project is not turned in within one week of its due date it will be recorded 

                     as a zero and may not be turned in for credit.

VI. Tests and Quizzes

· Exams may present a combination of all types of questions.  Pre-secondary exams will generally have more emphasis upon subjective type questions than will be found on standards based exams.  Before every exam the type of questions and their portion of the exam will be reviewed.  This review will generally take place the day before the exam.  Thus, every student should know the distribution and types of questions that appear on the exam.

· Objective questions (Pick the correct answer)

· Example: true or false, multiple choice, and matching

· Subjective questions (You are given a topic and must demonstrate your competence)

· Example: List and describe, identify, fill in the blank, name the term which matches the definition or example given, construction (tables/charts/graphs)
· Writing questions

· Formal essay: A logically constructed answer following sanctioned English composition practices, presented in a minimum of three paragraphs ( Introduction, Body, Conclusion) which completely and accurately answers the question.

· Short Answer: A one paragraph construction which contains the information necessary to completely and accurately answer the question.

V. Grading


-      All students are expected to keep track of their own grades on their grade 

                      sheet in their notebooks.

·  Grades are determined by adding points earned and dividing  by the total 

        points possible.  Example:
