1. MRS. GESKE’S WEBSITE:  Google calendar that lists homework assignments and notice of upcoming assessments, course policy, link to Home Access Center, link to online textbook, math resources, etc.
2. CLASS MATERIALS:  You will need your agenda book, binder, homework, calculator, laptop and a pencil in class every day. 

3. CALCULATORS:  It is your responsibility to bring a TI-30 or TI-34 calculator to class every day. (Your cell phone is NOT an acceptable calculator.)  Calculators may be signed out for the period in my classroom, but this supply is limited.
4. EXTRA HELP:  I will be available for extra help during period 8 and after school by appointment.  Please do not wait until the last minute to schedule a tutoring session. I am always happy to help!
5. MAKE-UP PROCEDURES:  You have two school days for each excused absence to make up graded work.  After that day has passed, any incomplete work will become a zero, unless prior arrangements have been made.  Trying to juggle make-up work and current work is always hard.  Absences, though unavoidable, should be kept to a minimum.  You are always missing something important.
6. TARDINESS:  If you are late to class, immediately go to the back of the classroom and grab a tardy slip.  Once the slip is filled out completely you may place it on my desk.  If you accumulate 2 tardies, your parents will be notified. Any subsequent tardy will result each in a detention. This applies to the entire year NOT per quarter.
7. HOME ACCESS CENTER:  You and your parents should view your grades through Home Access Center on a regular basis.
8. HOMEWORK: Homework will be written on the front left whiteboard in class daily as well as posted online on my teacher webpage.  If you forget what the homework is simply go to “Mrs. Geske’s Webpage” on the school site, click on your class period’s tab located on the left side of the page, and check the calendar for any posted homework/assignments.  
Homework will be either graded for accuracy or checked for completion. When homework is graded for accuracy, after it is graded you have the opportunity to fix your mistakes and resubmit it for the full points. When homework is checked for completion, if you completed it you receive a check mark and if you did not complete all of it then you do not receive a check mark for that day. These homework checks will determine whether you are eligible to take a re-Quiz. 

If you are absent the day an assignment is checked, it is your responsibility to show me the assignment in the beginning of our next class period.  

8. GRADING PROCEDURE:  Your quarter grades will consist of:
Homework
Homework is expected to be done by the assigned date! 
When homework is collected and graded, it is graded based on accuracy. Problems that are incorrect will be marked and the paper given back.  You then have the opportunity to correct your mistakes and resubmit the homework for full credit.  (Ex: Homework was first graded as a 4/10, homework was then fixed and resubmitted and now is a 10/10.)

When homework is checked for completion you will receive a checkmark for that day as long as it is completed entirely. If you wish to retake a quiz, I will look back at your homework checks. If you have consistently completed your homework 80% of the time then you may retake the quiz.
Chapter Quizzes and Chapter Tests
Chapter Quizzes will be given throughout each chapter.  If you are absent the day a Chapter Quiz is given, you will take the quiz the day you return.  You will take it during class, a study hall or period 8.  Be prepared!

A test will be given at the conclusion of every chapter.  Some chapters will be divided into two or more sections, and a test will be given at the conclusion of each section.  If you are absent the day a Chapter Test is given, you will take the test the day you return.  You will take it during class, a study hall or period 8.  Be prepared!
We will have a review activity the day before every test. If you are absent the day before a test, you will take the test with the rest of the class as scheduled, unless you have not yet received the study guide.
Projects and Graded Activities
Several times throughout the year you will be given a project or activity to complete both in and out of class, then handed in to be graded.  If the project or worksheet is not completed by the end of the period, a future deadline will be announced.  If you hand in a project late, you will lose one letter grade for every day it is late.

Extra Credit
Extra credit opportunities will be offered throughout each quarter. The points are added to the sum of your total points for the class in Home Access Center. 

Course Grading Policy

The marking period grade will be calculated by test, quiz, IXL (shown under “project” in HAC), and homework grades. These are weighted in gradebook in the following way:

Tests are worth 40% of overall grade

Quizzes are worth 30% of overall grade

IXL’s are worth 15% of overall grade

DO’S
