*Columbus’s three ships:  Nina, Pinta, and Santa Maria
*King Ferdinand and Queen Isabella gave Columbus money for his voyage.

*Columbus thought he landed in Asia where he wanted to trade for silks and spices.

*Columbus left Spain in August and arrived in the “New World” on Oct. 12, 1492.
*Columbian exchange:

To Europe- potatoes, maize (corn), tomatoes, chili peppers, pineapples, and turkeys


To Americas- sugar, horses, disease, cattle, sheep, onions

1. Better weapons and armor (steel armor, swords, gun 


powder)

2. Other Indian support: Dona Marina convinced other Indian tribes (enemies of Aztecs) to join the Spanish

Estevanico- 1500’s African scout whose story of the “Seven Cities of Gold” 


convinced Francisco de Coronado to explore the American 


Southwest in 1540.

Fray Marcos de Niza- 1500’s Roman Catholic priest from Spain who 



accompanied Coronado on his search for the “Seven Cities of 


Gold”

Bartolome de Las Casas- Roman Catholic missionary from Spain who 


opposed the mistreatment of Indians in New Spain.

Yanga- leader of a slave revolt in New Spain in 1609.
