Art Studio Grading Policy & Room Procedures
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Student Grades:

Averages:

The average will be calculated as follows each quarter: 

Each quarter, students will complete a series of assignments. All projects are worth 100 points. A grading rubric will accompany each assignment. Grades will be posted online. In addition, students will be required to keep a sketchbook. The sketchbook will be collected, and graded. Sketchbooks are worth 50 points. Students are expected to participate in all assigned work and activities. Participation is directly reflected both in student output and grades. Failure to participate will impact grades. All artwork must be original and must be your own creation. 
Sketchbooks: 
Sketchbooks will be required in all art classes. Sketchbooks can be either purchased or hand made. All work must be kept neatly organized. The sketchbook should contain original ideas, notes, sketching, reflections, drawings, and art materials experimentation. Every project requires planning. The sketchbook should be evidence of strong planning for projects as well as self-reflection or critique. All contents must be school appropriate. Sketchbooks will be collected for a major grade each quarter.
Art Room Resources:  Students will have access to computers, digital cameras, scanner and the printer.  These may be used during art class, with teacher permission, for art assignments and purposes only. Please know and refer to the District’s acceptable internet usage policy regarding these resources. Students may use other resources if applicable only with teacher permission. Students have printing capabilities. Our printer is located in room 53. The school library is also available. The library has a variety of Art resources including books, magazines, and DVDs. Art students will have access to the creative cloud for creating digital artwork. We also have Bamboo tablets that can be utilized for drawing in programs such as Adobe Illustrator, Photoshop, Paint, etc. 
Photography: 
Students are required to plan for assignments. Students are encouraged to work from original photographs as well as inspirations that pertain to student creativity with subjects of interest. Students may access school cameras to photograph subjects for artwork as well as to document artwork for portfolio preparation. Students may obtain images from personal cameras, or other technology resources with permission. 
Turning In Projects:

Students should include their first and last name on every art project.  The signature should appear in the bottom right hand corner of the artwork. For clay and glass projects, please be sure to label your name on the project with masking tape and a permanent marker. In some cases, you can inscribe your name on your clay piece. Please label items neatly! Projects must be turned in to the teacher on or before the date of the project deadline. 
Taking Projects Home: 

In order to complete a project on time, it may become necessary for a student to work on it outside of class time as well as at home. It is the responsibility of the student to recognize the need to do so. In some cases, a teacher recommendation may be given to encourage this process. All students are encouraged to work on assignments outside of class time and home. The Art Studio is open to students upon request as long as it can be worked into my teacher schedule. 
Materials must be signed out:  If a student needs to take a special material or supply out of the classroom teacher permission must first be granted and it must be signed out via email. 
Classroom Expectations:

Be punctual.  

Please arrive to class on time. You must have a pass if you are late.

Come prepared for class.

Students should enter class ready to work with anything that they require already with them.  If a student comes without the required materials, assignments or project, it will be the teacher’s discretion as to what may be assigned for the student to do during the class time.  
Come to class in appropriate attire. 

Come to class in appropriate clothing. Be conscious of your hair, jewelry, clothing, and shoes in the studio. Bring a smock or apron if necessary for messy projects. Wear safety glasses or other protective equipment such as gloves in applicable situations.

Respect authority and peers. 
Follow directions the first time they are given. Give me your attention when I am instructing you. Be respectful of each other’s work. Please do not handle anyone else’s work even if it looks cool. 
Keep language and voice level appropriate. 
Conversation is permitted at appropriate times while working. Disrespect, the use of profanity, or inappropriate topics may result in disciplinary action. 
Respect art equipment, materials, and supplies. 

Students are expected to handle equipment, materials, and supplies correctly and safely at all times. Students will be participating in maintaining the organization of art projects and supplies on a daily basis. It is part of the general work routine. Students are responsible to set up their workspace and clean up at the end of each class period. This is very important to classroom organization as well as the flow of the school day. Do not take what does not belong to you or what is not assigned for use during a project. 

Supplies must be used conservatively and directions must be followed for maintaining them. For example, students must wash paint brushes after every use and put them away.   Areas to clean are desks, chairs, floors, sinks, tables, countertops, tools and equipment, materials and supplies.  I will assign “clean up duty rosters” if it becomes necessary. Disciplinary action may result from failure to follow studio procedures. The use of supplies and materials may be reflected in student grades.
Personal supplies:  
Students may purchase/obtain their own materials or supplies for use in the classroom.  Some students prefer to have personal items (i.e. their own canvas). All personal supplies are the responsibility of the student.
Attendance:

Students are to remain seated for attendance at the start of class as well as before the bell rings at the end of class. Students should not be waiting by the front door.

Absences:
It is the responsibility of the student to contact the teacher immediately following an absence.  It is the responsibility of the student to inquire about any notes, assignments, projects, or any other work that has been missed. Any work missed must be made up on the students own time.
Arriving & Leaving the Classroom:

Students may leave the room with teacher permission. Teacher signature is required in an agenda or pass. Students must sign in and out in the RED hall pass book. 

Art Room Safety:

Emergency Evacuation: 

In the event of an emergency evacuation, students are to exit the classroom out the back door and report to parking space 107 in the athletic parking lot. 

Safe Work Practices: 

Students are expected to develop safe work practices and demonstrate responsible behavior in the art studio. Students are to remain on task at all times. This includes setting up and cleaning up your workspace properly as well as maintaining supplies and equipment. Students should not eat or drink near art supplies. 
Kilns:
 Keep a safe distance from the kiln at all times. Do NOT touch the kilns under any circumstance unless instructed to do so. Kilns are in use during most school days, and they reach high temperatures. Nothing is to be placed on top of the kiln. If the lid is open, do NOT look inside. Use caution with handling pottery. Be sure that you do not touch kiln fired work until it is completely cool. It is best to ASK before you touch it. Do not handle anyone else’s work. In the event that a piece of pottery is over glazed or chips in the firing process, sharp or broken edges on material may result on kiln fired work. It is imperative that you are careful in handling your own work. If a piece is damaged in the kiln, the teacher will label it and set it aside. A determination will be made regarding what to do with the damaged work. For example, a repair may be made, or it may be a loss.
The Eyewash Station:  is only to be used in emergency situations.
Allergies: Please inform the teacher of any situational needs.

Injuries: If you are injured, immediately seek the aid of the teacher and school nurse. Band-Aids are available in the classroom for minor cuts.
Class Routines, Artwork Storage, & Art Displays:
Artwork will be stored according to directions of the teacher. Storage solutions may vary over the course of the year due to type and quantities of work to be produced. All artwork is subject to display. Student work may be photographed. Work may appear on the HASD website, in the school literary publications, or in school related functions & art shows. Work will be returned by the end of the year.
General Daily Routines:

Come in & obtain personal supplies. 

Work on assignments.

Clean up workspace (wash tables) 5 minutes prior to end of period.

Clean all supplies and materials after every use.
Put artwork & supplies away in designated areas.
General Assignment Routines:
Do preliminary assignment research.
Plan for projects by gathering ideas & creating sketches.
Obtain teacher approval for project progress.
Move on to good/final version of the project.
Critique through creative process.

Turn projects in/ hand deliver them. 
Grades will be posted online.

Artwork Storage:

Drawing 

Projects will be stored in folders for each student, hung on the bulletin board, clipped to a drawing board, or managed in a personal portfolio. Wet work will be stored on the drying rack. Personal supplies are welcome, but not to be stored in the art room unless space is assigned. Large scale work will be placed upstairs.
Painting 

Each student is assigned to a cubby space where you may keep your painting supplies over the year. Wet work is to be stored on the drying rack, or in a space designated by the teacher. Large scale work is to be carried out upstairs (to be specified). Acrylic paint is to be stored individually in personal containers (pour the paint “as needed” into personal containers).Oil paint will be dispensed onto wax paper/palettes & can stay overnight to reuse. Oil painting palettes may NOT be stored in cubby spaces. Directions will follow. Watercolor sets will be “community use” and are distributed per assignment.

Students are advised to purchase/obtain the following items for this course for independent use (optional):

· An inexpensive brush set (label with your name and keep in cubby)

· Empty storage containers with lids or jars with lids for acrylic paint storage (plastic works best, & try to keep one container per color)

· Acrylic paint can be poured into containers and labeled with masking tape with your name

Please note: School painting supplies are open to all students. Most students prefer to have personal items (i.e. buy your own canvas). There are other painting surfaces available here at school (masonite, paper, wood).

Ceramics 
All wet ceramics projects are to be stored in the double door cabinets wrapped in damp paper towels and an air tight plastic bag. Every project in progress must be on a bat or work surface and may NOT be removed from it until the building process is complete. Label the bag with your name on a piece of masking tape. 
Dry green ware or projects that are approved to can be stored on the open shelf or clay cart during the drying process. Work that has been approved as “ready to fire” may be stored on the open shelf with a READY TO FIRE sign on it. Work that does not have a sign will NOT be fired. If possible students should etch their name into the bottom of the piece of pottery when the piece is in its drying stages and has been removed from the bat or work surface. 
Pieces that are bisque fired and are ready to glaze may be stored on the open shelves or specified tables in the room. Work that has been glazed and approved may be put back on the open shelf with a “READY TO FIRE” sign on it, and the piece will be glaze fired. Work to be graded MUST be turned in and hand delivered with your name on the bottom of the piece or tagged with a piece of masking tape!

Ceramics students are advised but not required to purchase:

· an inexpensive paint brush set for decorating work
· have empty plastic container for water or decorating
· have access to plastic bags
· bring in a canvas or denim cloth 
· any random household tools, stamps, textures for decorating
All tools and materials are “community use.” Students are expected to maintain order and cleanliness with shared tools and equipment, and hand in needle tools daily. Tools must be washed after every use and put away.
Recycle Bins, Plaster Bats, & Clay Table: Students are expected to recycle and wedge clay on a regular basis as a shared responsibility. The clay table is reserved for 2 people at a time to wedge clay. Any person using the table must clean up accordingly after every use. Plaster bats must also be cleaned after every use. There will be a clay wedging rotation schedule for all ceramics students to follow. When it is your turn for wedging clay, you will spend the class period recycling clay and preparing materials for class use. 
 Clay must be wedged right away so it stays manageable. The clay table must be swept clean so it is dust free as well as wiped down with damp sponges on a daily basis. Dry clay must not be on the clay table during the wedging process or it will contaminate the clay. 

Studio Art 

Drawing work can be stored in a folder, drawing board, personal portfolio, or on the bulletin board. Wet work must be put on the drying rack. 3D work will be advised.
Studio Art students are advised but not required to purchase any art supplies that you wish to keep for independent use such as paintbrushes, etc.

AP Art

Artwork must be stored in a portfolio format. Wet work can be stored on the drying rack or bulletin board. AP Art students are strongly advised to purchase art supplies, canvas, and portfolio materials. All AP students are required to create a digital portfolio of artwork over the course of the year.
