Club Spotlight: German and
Delta Epsilon Phi

German Club and extension Delta Epsilon Phi take the spotlight as one of the largest
clubs at HAHS. German Club’s members regularly fill a classroom during meetings and
are proud to claim a host of activities regarding learning the German language and experi-
encing German culture. Additionally, many of the members are freshmen and sophomores
interested in German and/or are taking Hamburg’s German courses. Secretary Quinn Holl
states that it is “good that underclassmen are dedicated to learning German,” and are
keeping the club alive and thriving.

Each May Day, German Club sets up shop with a rootbeer-float stand, providing stu-
dents with a cool, delicious drink and ice-cream combination while raising club funds.
German Club also annually sells Advent Calendars straight from Germany before the
Christmas break. This little piece of Germany gives owners the opportunity to have one
piece of moulded German chocolate per day leading up to Christmas during the month
of December. In fact, Aiden Rhoades laments that “{German Club] should have another
chocolate sale” closer to the Easter Break.

The Club is intensely active, always coming up with new and inventive ways in which
to experience the German culture and better understand the German language. Activities
such as Meet A German, held in October, and field trips to miniature Liederkranz’s in
November provide members with a plethora of means by which they can expand their
immersion in an exciting culture. Meet a German included a Skype call with German Anna
Ledermann, where students were able to ask questions and learn about German holidays.

Holl states that by far, one of the most special parts of German Club and extension
Delta Epsilon Phi is the GAPP exchange. “The immersion in culture” and being “part of
the [German] culture” which the GAPP program provides is immeasurably beneficial, Holl
attests. For only $1500, German students can participate in an exchange of roughly ten to
14 days in which a student from Germany will stay with them, and in turn they will be able
to stay in Germany. In this total-immersion exchange, students will be able to experience
German culture firsthand with a safe host family and secure place to stay. It is also a great
way to make international connections!

Delta Epsilon Phi is the induction-only extension of the German Club. Three years of
German are required to enter the national organization and a tassel is received for grad-
uation. Delta Epsilon Phi works to spread awareness of German and completes service
hours to further the influence of the club and give back to the community. Delta Epsilon Phi
also awards students the opportunity for scholarships of up to $100. “It is good for students
if they intend to pursue German in college,” Holl adds. “[Delta Epsilon Phi] is impressive
to colleges because it is basically a national honors society for German and shows a ded-
ication to the language.”

The most important thing about German Club, Holl states, is that “we are all there
for the same reason: a desire to learn the
language.” While there are numerous activ-
ities, a multitude of opportunities, benefits
and games which come along with the club,
the most central pillar of German Club is the
love of German. This provides a solid foun-
dation not only for an educational, interna-
tional club, but also a family. German Club is
proud to accept new members interested in
the language, the culture, and finding a fam-
ily in an international community of peers
passionate about the same subject.
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Senior, Abigail Behm, is both a dedicated and highly involved student at Hamburg Area
High School.

Behm is an active member of Mu-Alpha Theta, National Honor Society, Drama Club,
and she is president of German Club. However, most importantly, Behm is president
of Hamburg’s Hawk History Seminars, where students are provided the opportunity to
learn information that is not normally covered in most history classes offered at Hamburg.
Behm’s position as president is certainly a unique one, as she is the first student, ever,
to hold such a position. Her job primarily consists of brainstorming topics and setting up
guest speakers. Additionally, in the near future, Behm will be leading her own seminar,
where she will enlighten students about the top four national intelligence agencies -- CIA,
MI6, Mossad, and SVR RF.

Behm, who attended nearly every seminar last year, is truly grateful for Mr. Kline’s bril-
liant idea to hold seminars almost every week.

Aside from Behm’s prominent role in the Hawk History Seminars, she has also been
stage manager for Hamburg’s theater productions for the last two years.

drops for scenes; however, Behm also makes lists,
organizes scenes, and works with the director to
determine where props are placed.

Nothing beats the thrill of
having a show that you’ve worked on for months go
off perfect... | like to think of stage crew as the roots
of the tree. The actors are the branches.”

However, Behm will be adopting her first the-
ater role in this year’s spring play, Romey O’Del
and Julietta May, where she will be playing Celster-
ine Coymack, a crabby, stubborn grandmother of
the Coymack family with a patron for Moonshine.
Behm, who was a dancer for nine years, primarily in
ballet, decided to audition for the role because it is
her senior year, meaning it was her last opportunity

to try something new.
“I have stage experience as a ballerina, but | haven’t been on stage for years. My dad

said -- “Try it. Get some experience on the other side of the curtain” -- So | tried it, because
| don’t want to live with any regrets, ever.”

Nevertheless, aside from Behm’s love of theater, her future aspirations rest in becom-
ing a foreign ambassador. She plans on attending Ursinus or Dickinson College in the
fall, where she will double major in German and Pre-law. Behm has her eye on Ursinus,
specifically, due to the appeal of the campus, the connections as well as the intercultural
experience. Following law school, Behm plans to start off at the NSA, where she would
like to transfer to state department to become a foreign ambassador. During her years of
schooling, Behm would like to learn Russian, Chinese, and Arabic to become a translator
for multiple nations.

When Behm is allotted free time, she enjoys singing, swimming, reading, playing
the piano, hunting, swing dancing, and hand-and-hand combat. Behm takes self-defense
courses in Reading with a former police officer who worked with her dad.

Where the Crawdads sing by Delia
Owens has topped the The New York
Times Fiction Best Sellers of 2019
for 27 non-consecutive weeks. This
impressive statistic shows truly how
great of a story Owens takes the read-

er through.

Where the Crawdads Sing follows a young, independent girl named Kya on her journey
through life. The book is broken up into two timelines following her growth. The first time-
line describes the life and adventures of a young girl named Kya as she grows up isolated
in the marsh of North Carolina after her mother leaves. The second timeline follows a mur-
der investigation of Chase Andrews, a local celebrity of Barkley Cove, a fictional coastal
town of North Carolina.

This book gained popularity when Reese Witherspoon added it to her Hello Sunshine
Book Club in September 2018. By December 2019, the book has sold over 4.5 million
copies, and it has sold more print copies in 2019 than any other adult title, fiction or non-
fiction. It was also No. 1 for 2019 on Amazon.com'’s list of Most Sold Books in fiction. Ow-
ens bestseller is comparable to Tara Westover’s book Educated. Both stories follow two
female dominate overcoming their past for a better future. Both books have conspiracies
over if the authors actually lived these events, which have boosted the books popularity
even more.
