Northern Renaissance Triptych Assignment
Background:  Recently we have been studying triptych pieces of art that were prevalent during the Northern Europe Renaissance.  Triptych art is generally three separate images on three panels that have some sort of interrelated meaning or message.
Assignment:  Students will choose three major issues in the World today.  These issues can be any problem or event currently occurring in the world, such as war, drug problems, sweatshops, child labor, child soldiers, or slavery.  Any major problem is suitable.  Students will then research and find three pictures that relate to this social issue.  Using these pictures, students will then create three triptychs that show the evolution or bring attention to their particular issues.
Grading:  Triptychs should be created in Microsoft Word.  Students should simply turn the page into landscape mode and paste their pictures next to one another.  These triptychs should either show the evolution of their specific issue or bring attention to their issue. Each triptych SHOULD NOT have a title.  The message should be evident simply looking at all three images.  Each triptych is worth 6 Points.
