Mr. Buggy’s United States Military History Class

U.S. Military History Course  Description
The course will examine the significance of military affairs within the context of American political, economic, and social history from the colonial era through the modern struggle with terrorism. The course will discuss all of the major wars of this period, but it will also emphasize such themes as civilian involvement in wartime production, political support and technology.

A sample of some U.S. Military History course objectives:
1. Explain the differences between European, Eastern, and Native American theories on warfare.
2. Analyze the makeup of the Continental Army versus that of the British/Loyalist forces.

3. Differentiate the overall strategy between the Confederates and the Federals.

4. Describe the advancement of military technology through weapon systems such as aircraft carriers, modern radio communications, the atomic bomb, strategic bombers, jet aircraft, & radar.
5. Examine the direction of future American military operations.

A sample of some U.S. Military History course activities:

1. Projects: 

· “You’re in command”- I put you, or your group, in a historical simulation where you must use historically appropriate tactics to complete an objective. 

· Battle brochures- Create a battlefield brochure outlining essential information surrounding events, casualties, and the outcome of a particular battle.
2. Journal – Identifies all key military figures we will encounter throughout the course. Journal lists will be distributed before each unit and will be checked at the end of each quarter. Provide a picture of the individual along with their role within their conflict.
3. Tactic Centers: These will include various sources (i.e., first-hand accounts, videos, photographs, interviews, etc.) around the classroom to help better comprehend how the U.S. military fought.  
4. Combat Maneuvers: Hands-on lessons that allow the class, or groups, to form combat units to investigate how units moved on the battlefield.
Expectations and Rules
